The Minha service consisted of two parts: Reading from the Torah and the recita-
tion of chanting of the Minha Ameedah (Silent Devotion). Each week a different
portion from the Torah is read, so that in the course of a year, the entire Torah is
read. Ariella read from the Torah, the last portion from the Book of Bereshit
(Genesis) called Vayehi. She shared some thoughts and lessons from her Torah po
tion.
