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This may 

be one of 

the crazier 

things I 

have done 

in a long 

time and thought I would 

share it with youéMost 

of you have had a pass-

ing fancy in the volcano 

that erupted in Iceland 

earlier this month; me 

too; until a few days ago 

when it began to affect 

me personally. 

 

In January my brother 

and I planned a trip to 

Germany and Poland to 

explore our roots and pay 

homage to the family we 

lost in the Holocaust,  It 

seemed like a no brainer 

at the time.  He would be 

coming in from New 

York; me from Minnea-

polis, and through  

aviational gymnastics we 

would meet in Munich 

and go from there. 

 

By the time it would be 

over, we would have 

gone from Munich to 

Krakow, to Auschwitz, to 

Lodz, to Warsaw and 

back to Amsterdam, then 

home.  Each stop along 

the way would have mas-

sive historical and per-

sonal significance to us.  

Munich?  Where our par-

ents were liberated and I 

was born.  In  November, 

1949 it would be where 

my father would be bur-

ied because of cancer, 

caused by the wound  

inflicted upon him by a 

rifle butt. 

 

Krakow? Rich heritage of 

Yiddishkeit terribly up-

rooted, but growing back. 

 

Auschwitz? Where my 

father was born and ulti-

mately imprisoned for be-

ing a Jew. 

 

Lodz?  Home to my step 

father and my brotherôs 

family.  It was in Lodz 

where my stepfather and 

his wife and child were 

shoved into the ghetto, 

until August, 1944 when 

they were deported to 

Auschwitz.  It was here his 

wife and child were sent to 

the gas chambers.  My 

brother Abe is named after 

the little boy that was 

killed. 

 

Warsaw?  Actually a town 

named Skarzysko, where 

my mother and her family 

lived and flourished.  Then 

in October, 1942 all was 

destroyed when my 

mother was taken to a mu-

nitions factory.  The rest 

of the family, father, 

daughters, grandchildren 

all taken to Treblinka.  My 

grandmother?  Shot by a 

German in the middle of 

the street for not wanting 

to goé 

 

I expand on my itinerary  

not for mercyôs sake but 

more to have you under-

stand what a terrible price 

has been paid just for be-

ing a Jew and nothing 

more.  Itôs that emotional 

time of year when we cope 

with being slaves and then 

reflecting on the meaning of 

freedom.  Same was true in 

Egypt; same was true in 

Germany. 

 

By the time you read this I 

will be back with you, nary 

a slight dusting of volcanic 

ash.  But the far off threat of 

a volcano that turned into a 

bold intruder; the thought of 

leaving my family in the 

throes of worry and perhaps 

risking my lifeébecame a 

real drama that has played 

itself out the past week, and 

is not overé 

 

Right now itôs 6:45 p.m. 

Minneapolis time and Iôm 

35,000 feet over some 

where.  It is 54° outside, 6 

hours until touchdown in 

Amsterdam.  All is quiet 

with the volcano. 

 

To do this under normal 

conditions is an adventure, 

but I see that doing this un-

der the threat of obvious 

imminent danger is quite 

another.  I can hear it all 

nowéòLeaving your family 

to do what?ò  ñAre you 

crazy?ò   Mental stability 

doesnôt have anything more 

to do with this journey than 

does playing dice with life 

every day of the week.  How 

many times do we leave 

home in the morning like 

Joseph, and do something 

that will affect the rest of 

your life and the life of your 

family?  I suppose thatôs 

why one goes to Shuléto 

ask for guidance and give 

thanks for not rolling a 7. 
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Frank Schochet raised his children 

in the ñHomewoodò Community of 

North Minneapolis. He and his 

wife, Freda, (of blessed memory), 

raised three children there.  North 

Minneapolis will always have a 

place in his heart.  Frank graduated 

from North High and later watched 

as many of his old teachers taught 

his children.  His boy scout leader 

eventually led his son. 

 

Frank was the founder of   

Insty-Print, which he started in 

1965.  He started a franchise in 

1967 and before he sold it in 1983, 

he had 268 Insty-Print stores in the 

United States and Bangkok. 

 

The Jewish Vocational Service of 

St Paul was established in 1946 to 

help veterans and young people 

plan careers.  Frank served on the 

original committee that started the  

Jewish Vocational Service.   

 

In 1986 Frank was ñMan of the Yearò 

in Quick Printing Magazine. 

 

In March of 2005, Franchising World 

recognized individuals who have 

played a major role in the develop-

ment of franchising and the Interna-

tional Franchise Association.  Frank 

was listed as being awarded an  

Honorary Life Membership in 1990. 

 

Always being a very generous, giving 

manðFrank ós policy was to give 

40% of his income to charity.   

 

On March 20, 2010, Frank celebrated 

his 95th birthday at Sharei Chesed.
