| found the Shul again in
1952 and we stood at 812
Girard for 2 more years
before we moved to 12*
and Logan Avenue North
in 1954. We moved the

Torah’s in the summer of 1954 to
the New Synagogue. | remember
one of my friends Leo Fine was car-
rying the Torah, and some of the
original members helped carry the

Sifrei Torah.

The new synagogue was a very nice
building. Everything was new and
there were no leaky roofs or falling
bricks. The old synagogue was sold.
We had many joyous occasions at
the new Shul. Annual dinners, par-
ties for the holidays, fund raisers and
we got new members from the new
neighborhood. My father was the
Shamus. One of his jobs was to call
people and let them know when
their yahrzeit was. By keeping in
close contact with the families of the
deceased it helped to keep the Shul

going.

| was employed at the Lincoln Bak-
ery in 1954 which was across the

street from the Shul.

| worked with my friend Nick
Sedransky, who became a longtime
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member of our Shul. Maurice Isenberg became
a member because he was saying yahrzeits for

his father. He was my boss at the bakery.

It was a different era from when we were at
812 Girard. Because of the passing of the origi-
nal members including my Dad who died in

1961, we the sons and daughters were in

control of the synagogue. We stood on Logan
and 12" until the year 1965.
